Directions for using the O*Net Online website:

Use these directions to identify two or three jobs that interest you.

1. Click on the Find Occupations link.
2. One option is look for jobs in specific Job Families. Job Families are the same as Career Areas. Click on the down arrow next to the Job Family box and select one of your job families from the list. Once you have done this, click on the Go button.
3. You will see a listing of jobs. Click on the Summary link, next to each job that interest you.

4. The Summary page contains a lot of different information. You don’t have to read all of it. Some items you may want to look at include:
a. Tasks and Work Activities – These sections will tell you what type of things you do when you have this job.

b. Knowledge, Skills and Abilities – These sections will tell you what type of personal characteristics will help you do this job.

c. Job Zone – In this section, there is information about the education needed for the job.

d. Related Occupations – If the job sounds close but not quite right, look at this section to see similar types of jobs.

e. Wages and Employment –This section will give you information about how much money you will make doing this job. 

5. If this job interests you, write it down in the Step 3 section of your Write a Career Goal worksheet. Also write down any information that you want to remember about this job.
6. Click the “Back” button of your browser to get back to the listing of jobs. 
7. Return to Step 2 and repeat steps for each Career Area that you want to explore.
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
